The Predynastic Pottery “Nagada III” from Tell El Samara
Ceramics are usually the most abundant artifacts present at Egyptian archaeological sites, the final result of ceramic study,
however, can be very rewarding. Ceramics can offer a great deal of useful information. For example, they can date a site or
its phases, and provide evidence for different activities and purposes of a site or its smaller units. Ceramics sometimes in-
dicate different routes of product exchange between various sites or regions. For these reasons, all excavated pottery should
be kept and stored for documentation and further analysis before the final publication of a site.

African pottery from the site of El Tarheelat in Alexandria

The Egyptian Ministry of Antiquities led an archaeological excavation at the site of “ El Tarheelat police station “in
Alexandria during the years 2012 and 2013 under the direction of Nagat Mohamed Metwaly and the supervision of
Dr. Mohamed Abdelmaguid the general director of Alexandria. The site of El Tarheelat locates at Soliman Yosri street,
southeast of Kom El Dikka Roman Theater in Alexandria. African pottery from the site of El Tarheelat was produced
in some workshops in modern countries of Tunisia and Libya, it reflects the commercial links between Egypt and North
Africa during the Roman and Byzantine periods and varied from red slip ware ( ARS), 10 types were found, Individuals
of Tripolitanian amphora and Mid Roman amphora 1 to a group of African amphora “Spatheia”.

The modern pottery from Qurna site improving project

'The Qurna site improvement project not only aimed to remove the debris of the area, but record the remaining houses of
which only the foundations were left. This also occurred alongside research into the community and culture of the resi-
dents of Qurna. Among the cultural remains of the village was the modern pottery used by inhabitants. This pottery can
be divided into broad categories according to their original function such as pots used to store water or liquids, pots for
cooking or baking, or for washing, or as table wares, or as smoking tools or as musical instruments. To analyze these cate-
gories a Fabric system was established. The pots and information from their analysis can help us to understand and build
a picture about the life of the Qurnawi people during that period through a comprehensive study to record the tangible
and intangible heritage of the old Qurna.

Selected Examples of Pottery Vessels in the New Kingdom,
Their Functions and Religious Implications

Pioneer archaeologists had no enough interest in studying of ancient Egyptian pottery, followed by a growing interest in
the study of pottery description, measurement and the chronology, but not too long ago archeologists increased their inter-
est in studying the uses of pottery in different areas and periods depending on available data and archaeological evidence.

Potmarks in the New Kingdom
Potmarks have been executed on vessels as an indicator to different purposes such as, usage of pot, contents descriptions,
capacity signs, distribution of the ceramics, pot possession, quantity amount, and destination of pot. These potmarks have
been done most probably by the potter already in the workshop. Potmarks as general divided into several kinds depending
on their functions as follows; pre-firing and post firing, but in the New Kingdom, new potmarks have been appeared,
painted potmark is one of them.

The Doka from Tell Dafana
In 2015-2016, the excavations of Tell Dafana revealed a group of mud brick buildings that date back to the Late Period,
those buildings contain several ovens which were common feature at the site. There were found a numerous sherds of large
platters with wide flared rim that is known with “Doka” and small platters which is similar to the large ones, beside several
sherds of rounded trays that some of it is characterized by one large thick handle in the middle of the inner surface of it.
all these sherds were found inside and around the ovens.

Imported wares from Tell Heboua during saite period
'The excavations at the site of tell Heboua in the recent years, have yielded a massif architecture dating to the 26th dynasty.
Which had been built over structures of the New kingdom. Amongst the material culture found at the site, a splendor
variety of imported pottery of both locale and imported production: from the Greek islands and the Phoenician coast. This
paper shed some light on the importance of the site as a trade and military center (upon the ways of Horus) in particular
with the commercial relation with the contemporaneous civilizations in the Mediterranean basin.

A Ptolemaic Kitchen in Front of the Temples of Karnak

Since 2006 Archaeological investigations have been conducted by the Ministry of antiquities in the area in front of the tem-
ples of Karnak. These excavations led to the discovery of Ptolemaic and Roman structures — notably an important complex
of baths — as well as the clearing of the Pharaonic embankment wall which was already mentioned by H. Chevrier. Another
quarter was uncovered on the northern part of the concession. It took the shape of a succession of rooms made with mud-
bricks, sometimes separated by small streets, in which a considerable amount of material was unearthed. One room, room DE
is of particular interest: its walls show traces of burning and the imprints of carbonized beams of wood are clearly visible on
the ground. Piles of several types of pottery were mixed with and overlaid by a red and grey layer of ash. This well-preserved
and closed context evidences a probably accidental fire that caused the roof collapse and the abandonment of this structure.
By observing the way the ceramics fell to the floor we can infer the presence of shelves that also burnt. The presence of various
dishes, cups, jars, bread plates as well as cooking pots and a fire dog in the same closed space allow us to conclude that room
DE obviously functioned as a kitchen. The assemblage preserved in it offers a unique opportunity to observe the ceramic
material in its context and to illustrate the complete ceramic collection of a cook at Karnak during the late Ptolemaic period.

02:10 PM: Sherit Abd el-Monaem
Old Kingdom Pottery Development: Three Cases Studies
(Heit el-Ghourab and KhentKawes site)

'The shape of the pot is, due to being made by human hands is affected by many elements. Thus it is good indicator for the dating.
One of the elements which affecting the pottery production is the political statues i.e. if the government was stable King can
impose control over the whole country. Old kingdom (3-6 dynasties) is good example for the stability and secured control all
over the country.

Usually as a result of the secured control, a similarity of the pottery production can be noticed all over the country.

'The development of the Old Kingdom pottery can be noticed in three difrrent sites in Giza. Heit el Ghourab: site from the mid
of the fourth dynasty, Khentkawes Town late fourth early fifth dynasty, and the Cemetery of the workers from fourth to sixth
dynasty. The comparison between the ceramic assemblages between the three sites Specifically a Certain types of pots show
the development of its characteristics features. The development can be noticed on a specific types ex. Beer jars, Bread Molds,
Maidum bowls, internal ledges bowls stands, etc.
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
